1. TURN OFF POWER

Determine desired location, hammer the spike into ground using a rubber mallet. If ground is hard, make a crosscut in the
ground using a flat shovel.

Clear away area in ground at wireway slot in top of spike.

Adjust height of fixture by loosening the locking ring, then tightening the locking ring when a desired height is set.

Lay 12V cable into wireway slot and screw fixture into spike.

Expose the socket by loosening the COUPLING from stem. Install the G4 / T3 lamp into socket.

Re-install COUPLING back to stem.

Make connection using approved wire nuts (not supplied)
