STEP 3B - Install Ceiling Canopy to Fixture Body

A. Unlock the hex nut and remove the swivel from the ceiling canopy.
Remove the nipple from the swivel. Pass supply wires with ground
wire through the nipple, the ceiling canopy, the lock washer and the
hex nut in turn. Thread the nipple into the coupling on the top center
of the Fixture Body (E) and hand tighten until snug. Pass the ceiling
canopy and lock washer back over the nipple and secure with the
previously removed hex nut. Hand tighten until snug with pliers.

B. Optional Swivel: By using pliers, tight the hex nut inside of the ceiling
canopy until snug to secure the swivel to the ceiling canopy. Pass
supply wires and ground wire through the ceiling canopy and thread
the ceiling canopy to the coupling on the top center of the Fixture
Body (E). Hand tighten until snug.
